SPECIFICATION FOR PORTABLE FREQUENCY SELECTIVE EMF METER

The Information and Communication Technologies Authority (ICTA) is a body corporate established under Section 4 of the ICT Act, with objects and functions enshrined under Section 16 and 18 respectively of the ICT Act 2001, as amended.

One of the statutory functions of the ICT Authority, is to “ensure the safety and quality of every information and communication services including telecommunication service and, for that purpose, determine technical standards for telecommunication network, the connection of customer equipment to telecommunication networks”

As part of this function, the ICT Authority performs, amongst others, the following: -

i. evaluation of radio communication installations,

ii. evaluation of general public exposure to non-ionising electromagnetic fields (EMF)

In light of the above, the ICT Authority intends to procure a portable frequency selective EMF meter to fulfill the above functions.
